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Private Lessons Calendar, Payment, and Absence/Cancellation Policy

Private lessons are a semester long commitment to weekly lessons. Please let us know if you
will not be continuing with a future semester.

Fall 2026: 9/14/26 to 1/23/27
Spring 2027: 1/25/27 to 5/21/27

Students will attend 14 (fourteen) 30-minute lessons at their scheduled lesson time and day
during each 16 week semester. A recital will also be scheduled during each semester.

Parents/caregivers are asked to remain at UCCMA during lessons. Please let us know about
extenuating circumstances.

Missed Lessons:

If you know you will be gone on your regular lesson time, you may reschedule to another open
time with your teacher during the semester. There are also 2 open weeks during each semester to
better facilitate lessons missed due to illness and occasional other conflicts.

Please note that any lessons that are not shown up for or are cancelled with less than 24 hours
(other than illness) will not be made up.

Please let us know as soon as possible if your child is sick. Lessons missed due to sickness will
be made up as possible with teacher and student schedules.

Any lessons missed due to teacher absence or an inclement weather closure will be made up.
Payment:

Payment for the semester of lessons can be paid in one full Semester payment or in 4 (four) equal
payments. If you choose to pay in 4 equal payments, the payments will be billed on September
13%, October 11", November 8", and December 13™ for Fall 2026, and January 24", February
21%, March 28™, and April 24" for Spring 2027.

If a situation arises where a student is unable to attend for the entire semester, tuition is still due
for the month in which the cancellation occurs.

A note to scholarship families: Scholarship families are responsible for payment of the full
tuition for lessons missed without either at least 24 hours notice or sickness. Attendance issues
may result in the loss of your scholarship.
